2 Kings 2. | - 12

Now when the Lord was about to take Elijah up to heaven by a whirlwind, Elijah and Elisha
were on their way from Gilgal. Elijah said to Elisha, ‘Stay here; for the Lord has sent me as far
as Bethel.” But Elisha said, ‘As the Lord lives, and as you yourself live, | will not leave you.” So
they went down to Bethel. The company of prophets who were in Bethel came out to Elisha,
and said to him, ‘Do you know that today the Lord will take your master away from you?” And
he said, ‘Yes, | know; keep silent.’




Elijah said to him, ‘Elisha, stay here; for the Lord has sent me to Jericho.” But he said, ‘As the
Lord lives, and as you yourself live, | will not leave you.” So they came to Jericho. The company
of prophets who were at Jericho drew near to Elisha, and said to him, ‘Do you know that
today the Lord will take your master away from you?” And he answered, ‘Yes, | know; be
silent.’

Then Elijah said to him, ‘Stay here; for the Lord has sent me to the Jordan.’ But he said, ‘As
the Lord lives, and as you yourself live, | will not leave you.” So, the two of them went on. Fifty
men of the company of prophets also went, and stood at some distance from them, as they
both were standing by the Jordan. Then Elijah took his mantle and rolled it up, and struck the
water; the water was parted to the one side and to the other, until the two of them crossed
on dry ground.

When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me what | may do for you, before | am taken
from you.’ Elisha said, ‘Please let me inherit a double share of your spirit.” He responded, ‘You
have asked a hard thing; yet, if you see me as | am being taken from you, it will be granted you;
if not, it will not.” As they continued walking and talking, a chariot of fire and horses of fire
separated the two of them, and Elijah ascended in a whirlwind into heaven. Elisha kept
watching and crying out, ‘Father, father! The chariots of Israel and its horsemen!” But when he
could no longer see him, he grasped his own clothes and tore them in two pieces.

Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up a high mountain
apart, by themselves.

DAILY HOPE TELEPHONE SERVICE offers music, prayers and reflections
as well as full worship services from the Church of England at the end of a
telephone line. The line — which is available 24 hours a day on 0800 804 8044 —
has been set up particularly with those unable to join online church services during
the period of restrictions in mind. This is a Freephone number.

Options available include materials also available digitally by the Church of
England’s Communications team such as Prayer during the Day and Night Prayer
updated daily, from Common Worship, and a recording of the Church of England
weekly national online service. A section called Hymn Line offers callers a
selection of hymns, updated daily. An option entitled ‘Hymns We Love’, provides
an increasing range of hymns and reflections on them. More options have been
added.
