The Vicar Writes ...

Since the reign of Elizabeth the First religion has been
increasingly seen as an interior, personal matter, to do
with "souls" and other insubstantial things. Those who link
religion to politics, or any aspect of the tangible world, risk
alienating believers and non-believers alike.

The forced withdrawal of our worship from public spaces

and buildings during the pandemic to private zoom meetings and online viewings

has perhaps increased this tendency. But our readings remind us today that God
cares about very physical, real-world matters like labour and livestock, adultery,

property, honesty, as well as poverty and fair prices.

When we emerge from lockdown, we should think again about our faith in the
public sphere — is it just a private hobby, or a force for transforming the world?
