Acts 15. 35 - 41 Read by Val Bailey

But Paul and Barnabas remained in Antioch, and there, with many others, they
taught and proclaimed the word of the Lord.

After some days Paul said to Barnabas, ‘Come, let us return and visit the believers
in every city where we proclaimed the word of the Lord and see how they are
doing.” Barnabas wanted to take with them John called Mark. But Paul decided not
to take with them one who had deserted them in Pamphylia and had not
accompanied them in the work. The disagreement became so sharp that they
parted company; Barnabas took Mark with him and sailed away to Cyprus. But
Paul chose Silas and set out, the believers commending him to the grace of the
Lord. He went through Syria and Cilicia, strengthening the churches.

The Gospel John 10. 11 -18

‘| am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. The
hired hand, who is not the shepherd and does not own the sheep, sees the wolf
coming and leaves the sheep and runs away—and the wolf snatches them and
scatters them. The hired hand runs away because a hired hand does not care for
the sheep. | am the good shepherd. | know my own and my own know me, just as
the Father knows me and | know the Father. And | lay down my life for the sheep.
| have other sheep that do not belong to this fold. | must bring them also, and they
will listen to my voice. So there will be one flock, one shepherd. For this reason
the Father loves me, because | lay down my life in order to take it up again. No
one takes it from me, but | lay it down of my own accord. | have power to lay it
down, and | have power to take it up again. | have received this command from my
Father.

Sunday is the Feast day of St Mark the Evangelist. His
Gospel is urgent, brief, breathless. Students of Greek
become familiar with his "kai euthus" - "and immediately" -
the way everything happens in his narrative.

A companion of Peter and Paul, an early witness of Jesus

and receiver of his teaching, Mark's is commonly regarded

as the first Gospel and provided the model and influence for the others. His
Gospel is short enough to read at a single sitting, something | always recommend.

In that short, startling, story, we may be left slightly stunned, and hopefully stirred,
faced with the challenge to share the good news of Christ with the same passion
and urgency.

The line — which is available 24 hours a day on 0800 804 8044 —
has been set up particularly with those unable to join online church services during
the period of restrictions in mind. This is a Freephone number.

Options available include materials also available digitally by the Church of
England’s Communications team such as Prayer during the Day and Night Prayer
updated daily, from Common Worship, and a recording of the Church of England
weekly national online service. A section called Hymn Line offers callers a
selection of hymns, updated daily. An option entitled ‘Hymns We Love’, provides
an increasing range of hymns and reflections on them. More options have been
added.

Hymn line — favourite hymns on a repeating loop.
